Isaiah 43:25 & Psalm 25:11 – God forgives our sin for His own sake. 

Romans 15:7 – Jesus receives us into His fellowship for the glory of God. 

John 16: 14 – The ministry of the Holy Spirit is to glorify the Son of God. 

1 Corinthians 10:31 – Do everything for God’s glory. 

1 Peter 4:11 – God tells us to serve in a way that would glorify Him. 

2 Thessalonians 1:9-10 – Jesus is coming again for the glory of God. 

John 17:24 – Jesus’ ultimate aim for us is to see and enjoy His glory. 

Habakkuk 2: 14 – God’s plan is to fill the earth with the knowledge of His glory.
